Nehemiah 2:1-8

Most people have good
intentions, but without action
nothing will ever come to
pass. Nehemiah was a man
of great vision, but he didn't
just sit around day after day, '
dreaming about what could be. He
stepped out in faith, and with God's favor
and blessing on him, he made it happen.
From Nehemiah, we learn five lessons
that will enable us to turn intentions into
actions.
1. Be Patient in God's waiting room

v' Pray Passionately

v' Serve Faithfully
2. Be Bold

v' Be ready to step through the

door of opportunity when He
opens it

v' Let your fear feed your faith
3. Be Dependent
4. Be Prepared

v' Make good plans
5. Be Expectant

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A huge factor in your physical heath is
what you are eating. The same can
be said for your spiritual heath. What
are you feeding your family? Is your
family on a healthy diet of prayer and
faithful study of God's word? If your
answer is based on your personal
diet...think again. Your family will not
be healthy if you feed yourself the
best health foods available and then
turn around and let them eat junk food
every day except Sunday morning and
Wednesday night. It would be
wonderful if our healthy habits would
guarantee the health of our spouse
and children. Unfortunately, we know
it justisn't so. The same is true for
our spiritual health. Have you been so
consumed in feeding yourself
spiritually that you have starved your
family? If you don't take the time to
help your children study the word of
God and to sit down with your spouse
to pray and read God's word then you
are running a strong chance of
spiritual malnutrition in your home. A
healthy spiritual diet for your home
involves ensuring your child has a
Bible they can read and understand
and that you help them develop a
reasonable Bible reading plan. It
involves you asking them about what
they learned at church. It involves
monitoring and requlating the junk
food in your family's life....the websites
they are visiting, the people they are
calling and texting, the material they
are texting, the television shows they
are watching and the music they are
listening to. When was the last time
you listened to the music on your
teen's MP3 player? If they aren't
reading the Word or spending time in

Nearly 100 women gathered in
January to enjoy food and fellowship. We were all ministered to in a wonderful way as Pastor Ana began her series on being
an Intentional Woman: Living Life the Way God Meant It. She challenged us to reflect on our lives in the light of the true
purpose of life as communicated to us by Paul in Philippians 3:10; "For my determined purpose is that | may know Him that |
may progressively become more deeply and intimately acquainted with Him, perceiving and recognizing and understanding the
wonders of His Person more strongly and more clearly..."

(Worship, Outreach, Relationship, and Discipleship). The Women's Ministry meets the last Saturday of every month. There will

In February our minds turn to our loved ones and the
wonderful celebration of love called Valentine’s Day. It's
such a fun time.

Our initial excitement is gone. At first, like a girl receiving a
love note, we were eager to read it, over and over and over.
We may have even memorized it and wanted to share it with
friends. Somehow though, over time, the excitement has
faded for some. If someone asked us about it we might not
even be able to tell them much about it. Some may not have
even read any part of the love letter for quite some time.
What a shame to neglect the one thing that will help us to
understand our Valentine and have a relationship with Him. If
your good friend wrote you a letter you wouldn’t even think of
not reading it.

all can steal away a moment or two and be wrapped
up into the pursuit of victory of athletes who have
trained for years for that one special race that usually
lasts less than a couple of minutes. | have always
loved the Olympics, from beginning to end. This year
the USA has done extremely well and made us all very
proud. As a Christian community, we can also be very
proud because more and more athletes are sharing
their faith with the worldwide media. One such athlete
sharing his wonderful testimony is Chad Hedrick, a
highly decorated speed skater. In 2006 he became
only the third American ever to win three medals in a
single Winter Olympics. Chad returns to the 2010
Olympics a changed man. He is now married with a
10 month old baby girl and is no longer the fiery
personality he was back then. He attributes that
change to his new relationship with Christ. In a recent
interview Chad shared the following:

"For me, after winning my gold medal, with it being
the first gold medal at the 2006 Olympics, | was
numb for a couple days. Here | had accomplished
\the ultimate goal of my life, but | didn’t really feel it.
Back in 2006, before the Olympics, | was known as
this guy who worked hard and played hard. | stayed
out late at night [doing things] | shouldn’t have done.
After looking back and reflecting on my life and how
people envisioned me, | decided to take a step back
and look at other people around me and how they
managed their lives. Now | find myself at church
every Sunday and living a godly life, and I'm so
happy. | feel so much better with my life and | feel
like I'm going in the right direction. This is proof that
even though you are on the wrong path at one point
in your life, it's always possible to get going in the
right direction, to find yourself and be content with
who you are on the inside and out. Life without
Jesus is tough. Without Christ in the last year, my life
would be going in a different direction."
