Someone said: Everybody 

ends up somewhere in life.  A 

few people end up 

somewhere on purpose.  

Those are the ones with 

vision. The most practical 

advantage of vision is it sets a direction 

for our lives.  It serves as a road map.  

But, what is vision?  Vision can simply 

be defined as a God-given picture of the 

future as God intends it to be.

In the two weeks since a 7.0 

magnitude earthquake struck Haiti, 

Convoy of Hope, which has been 

working with AG World Missions, 

has distributed 1.6 million meals to 

hungry people in Haiti. 

 

"The reason we were able to get food 

to so many people so fast was 

because we were already feeding 

thousands of children each day 

throughout Haiti," says Hal 

Donaldson, president of Convoy of 

Hope. "Long-standing, strategic 

partnerships such as the one we have 

with Mission of Hope became 

pipelines that enabled us to quickly 

and efficiently get food and supplies to 

some of the hardest-hit areas."   
 

Donaldson also notes that Convoy of 

Hope's warehouse - which is located 

just outside of Port-au-Prince - had 

just been restocked with food prior to 

the earthquake. Already having food 

in country, he says, gave Convoy of 

Hope a head start to begin meeting 

critical needs almost immediately after 

the earthquake struck.

You might find that you have been eating out way too much, 

even if it is always fast food, it all adds up (in your wallet and your 

heart). You may find that you have been making too many impulse 

buys of non-essentials.  You can 

curb that by finding other ways to 

spend your time besides going to 

the mall. This important first step 

is tedious, however it is 

invaluable when it comes to 

analyzing your personal 

spending habits and getting a 

hold of your financial situation.

Lieutenant 

Graham continues to say that New Life Womenôs 

Ministry continues to be the only ones who do 

something for the incarcerated women on Christmas 

Day.  Our God Reigns!
